Classroom Rules

The following rules must be followed in my class for learning to occur:

Be on time. When the bell rings, all students should be in their seats with their materials ready for the start
of class. If a student comes running in as the bell rings, that student will be considered late. If you need to
use the restroom, get a drink, sharpen your pencil, etc., do so before the late bell rings.

Be considerate to anyone that is talking...any action that
interferes with learning such as swearing, note passing, interrupting, or any other disruption will not be
tolerated. As per school policy, cell phones will be confiscated.

Work hard. | have very high expectations for you. If | feel you are not working to your potential in my
class, | will speak to your parents and possibly have you put in a lower class. Also, often in class, you will
be given time to complete assignments, sometimes alone, sometimes in groups. During this time | expect
that you will work quietly on the assignment given, not on work for another class.

Wait for dismissal. When the bell rings, you are not dismissed. | will dismiss the class beginning with the
ladies, and followed shortly by the gentlemen.

Be honest. Cheating will not be tolerated and will be dealt with severely.
